AMENDED COMPLAINT 

(Jury Trial Demanded)


COMES NOW the Plaintiff, **************, and for his complaint alleges and avers as follows.

I. JURISDICTION AND VENUE
1. This action arises the First, Second, and Fourteenth Amendments to the Constitution for the United States of America and Article II, §§ 4, 8, 10, 32, and 33 of the Constitution for the State of Arizona, and A.R.S. 13 § 1202.1, 2, 3 and A.R.S. 13 § 1204.2. Jurisdiction is conferred upon the Court under 28 U.S.C. § 1331 and 42 U.S.C. § 1983. Jurisdiction over the state pendant claims is conferred upon the Court under 28 U.S.C. § 1337.

2. Venue is proper in this District Court as the Defendants are believed to reside within this district and all acts alleged occurred within this District

II. PARTIES
3. The plaintiff is a single man and can be found in Maricopa County, Arizona.

4. Defendant #1 is ???? a male security guard who works at Tempe Transit Center and is employed by Defendant #4.

5. Defendant #2 is ???? a woman bus driver who works for Defendant #3.

6. Defendant #3 is Valley Metro a corporation that provides bus service to the City of Tempe, and is the employer of Defendant #2.
7. Defendant #4 is ???? a security business that employees Defendant #1 and provides police services to the Defendants #3 and #5.
8. Defendants #5 is the City of Tempe, which is a government entity in Maricopa County.

III. GENERAL STATEMENT
9. On Friday December 16, 2011 shortly before 2:27 p.m., a Tempe bus called Venus Clockwise entered the Tempe Transit Center at 5th Street and College Avenue in downtown Tempe. The bus was driven by Defendant #2. The Plaintiff waited for all the passengers to leave the bus and then the Plaintiff entered the bus and sat down.  The Venus Clockwise bus is part of the Orbit bus system which is free and passengers are not required to pay to ride on them.

10. The Plaintiff isn’t sure what happened but thinks that the bus driver who is Defendant #2 asked the armed security guard who is defendant #1 to arrest the Plaintiff and remove the Plaintiff from the bus. Defendant #2 did not have any probable cause or reasonable suspicion to have the Plaintiff arrested and removed from the bus. The Plaintiff thinks that Defendant #2 thought the Plaintiff was a homeless person and wanted the Plaintiff removed from her bus for that reason.
11. Defendant #1 then ordered the Plaintiff to leave the bus and lied to the Plaintiff telling him that people with weapons were not allowed to ride on Valley Metro buses. Defendant #1 lied and told the Plaintiff that the Plaintiff’s baseball bat was a deadly weapon and not allowed on Valley Metro buses. Of course this violated the Plaintiff’s Second Amendment right to keep and bear arms. 
12. The Plaintiff told Defendant #1 that he was lying and that Valley Metro stopped banning armed citizens from traveling on its buses years ago.

13. Defendant #1 then changed is story telling the Plaintiff that he was removed from the bus because the bus driver, Defendant #2 didn’t want him on her bus. Defendant #1 went on to says that Valley Metro drivers could remove passengers for any reason from their buses and didn’t have to transport anyone they didn’t want to.
14. The Plaintiff wanting to document what was happening so he could sue the Defendant #1 and #2 for civil rights violations in Federal Court pulled out his camera and started taking photos of Defendant #1 and #2. 
15. Defendant #1 ordered the Plaintiff to stop taking photos violating the Plaintiff’s First Amendment right to free speech. Defendant #1 told the Plaintiff that the Tempe Transit Center was private property and taking photos was illegal, and that the Plaintiff would be arrested for taking photos.

16. Defendant #2 also ordered the Plaintiff to stop taking photos, also violating the Plaintiff’s First Amendment rights. Defendant #2 told the Plaintiff she was going to call the police and have the Plaintiff arrested for taking the photos.
17. The bus drivers shifts were changing at this time and the replacement bus driver told Defendant #1 and the Plaintiff that he would allow the Plaintiff to ride on his bus to his original destination. This action seems to say that Defendant #1 was lying about weapons not being allowed on Valley Metro buses. 

IV. FIRST CAUSE OF ACTION
Violation of Rights

18. The Plaintiff incorporates by reference the allegations contained in paragraphs 1 through 17 of this complaint as if fully set forth herein.

19. As is more fully described the Plaintiff was told he would be arrested if he took photographs, violating his First and Fourteenth Amendment rights. The Plaintiff was also removed from the bus under the excuse weapons were not allowed violating the Plaintiff’s Second and Fourteenth Amendment rights under the Constitution for the United States of America.

V. SECOND CAUSE OF ACTION

False Arrest

20. The Plaintiff incorporates by reference the allegations contained in paragraphs 1 through 17 of this complaint as if fully set forth herein.

21.  As is more fully described the Plaintiff was falsely arrested, and ordered to leave a Tempe Venus bus by the Defendant #1 and #2 who knew full at the time that they did not have probable cause or reasonable suspicion to arrest the plaintiff for any offense.

WHEREFORE the Plaintiff respectfully requests that this Court:

A. Proceed with a trial by jury upon issues so triable; and,

B. Award the Plaintiff’s damages of no less than $1,000,000; and

C. Award the Plaintiff’s costs and fees incurred for the prosecution of this action;

D. Award such other and further relief as the Court deems just and proper.
